Waste prevention means that you prevent waste from being created, not that you prevent waste from being disposed of by reusing or recycling it. For example, you distribute a newsletter by e-mail rather than printing out copies on paper and mailing them. 
Reuse means that you make something available for further use (such as rescuing edible food waste, or salvaging building materials) rather than recycling it into a different product or disposing of it. 
Waste-based business development means utilizing would-be waste into some form of commerce by means of recycling, reuse, or even of waste prevention product or service.
